

Demo Download Information

In order to receive a download, please click here. You will need to download a zip file. Once unzipped, run the executable program that will install the main program. Other files, if any, within the zip folder need to 

The download is fully non-functional. When you receive it, unzip and install it.

You will then need to send the "secret word" to us along with your payment and IP address.

We will process your payment and send you an unlock key.

We accept PayPal and all major credit cards. The cost of a 2-year license is $249.00 US and it entitles you to 2 years of support and unlimited viewers.

The key is designed to work with your broadcaster at the IP you have designated. Once operational,

it will continue to work even if your IP changes.

It will not work on another computer.

Setup Instructions:

Your computer must have a video capture card or a USB camera.

We suggest using the Winnov capture cards or another with the same chip configuration. Most capture cards work with the broadcaster, if you are using a card other than Winnov, please let us know. If your card does not work, please contact the support department for a patch.

We suggest using a Logicam if you will be using a web camera. The broadcaster will work with literally all web cams.

The system will automatically create an HTLM page that will work with your broadcast. Upload the HTML page onto the web server/ site you currently use. Turn on your broadcaster, then direct people to the HTML page where they will see your broadcast.

The broadcaster transmits in real time, whatever your camera can see or your DVD is currently playing, that is what will be seen on your web site at that same moment.

Once installed, your system will not be able to function until you have purchased a license. Your site key will only work once you have sent us your current IP address. No other site key will work unless it comes from us and in conjunction with your IP address.

Open the application and click on the ABOUT button, then click on the REGISTRATION button. The ABOUT button is on the left hand side of the application, the REGISTRATION button will appear on the top, right hand side of the application after you click on the ABOUT button.

The registration screen will appear, look for the SECRET WORD at the bottom of the registration screen, it will be a number similar to P110-DHE4-A794-7929

You will need to email us this number that we call the secret word along with your IP number and your proof of payment.

Payment is made through the Ebay PayPal link found here  

We will reply with the PASSWORD that you will cut and paste into the ENTER YOUR PASSWORD box located next to the SECRET WORD box. Then click the REGISTER button located just below the password box.

Your broadcaster should now be registered.

Broadcasting

Before you run your broadcaster, ensure that the video source is hooked up and working properly on your system. Test it with the software, which was included with your hardware or card. If you are using a capture card, ensure that you have a video source attached and running before you test it with the manufacturers software. Providing all is well, close all manufacturer software and open your broadcaster.

When you open your broadcaster, click on BROADCASTER then OPTIONS then BROADCAST.

Take note of your video and audio port. Make no changes at this time.

Click on the WEB button. You should be on port 80 and you should have a check in the ENABLE BUILT IN WEB SERVER box. If it is not checked, check it. Otherwise, make no changes at this time.

Click ok and the box closes.

Click VIDEO then DEVICE. Your video device should be a choice here, choose it by clicking on it. A check mark will appear.

Further down you will see ENABLE, click on that, a check mark will appear.

Video is now ready.

Do the same process for audio.

Make no other changes at this time.

On the top left-hand corner of your application, click on the BROADCAST button, you will see the EnterVision logo in the center of your application.

Ensure that your video source is running and click the START button.

The EnterVision logo will be replaced with your video. If you do not see video or if you cannot click on your start button, contact support.

If you do see video and it is playing properly, click the STOP button and move on to the advanced settings.

ADVANCED SETTINGS

Click VIDEO then FORMAT and choose the size you want for your broadcast. If your broadcast was up side down or reversed, you can correct it here using the vertical or horizontal flip check box. If your video was fine, make no changes.

For best results, always use RGBT 24 bit RGB as the format.

Click ok and the box vanishes with your changes in place.

Click the broadcast button and then the start button again and you will see the changes you have made. 

Once it is running, take note of the numbers in the bottom left hand corner of your application. They are the rate of frames your computer is configured to capture per second. If you cannot capture 30.3 frames per second (FPS) on your computer it is due to your hardware capabilities and not the broadcaster application. Capturing less than 30.3 fps means you cannot broadcast 30.3 fps. Most web cams only capture 10-15 fps. Improving your hardware will improve your fps.

WHO IS WATCHING

While the broadcast is running, click the CONNECTIONS button on the top left hand side of the application. You will see who is watching and you can disconnect them (buttons) on the right hand side or block them.

WHAT IS YOUR IP?

Providing you are not behind a hub or router, the true IP address can be found by clicking the CONFIGURATION button on the right hand side of the application. Scroll down to the IP Address. This is where you will find your IP prior to receiving your license key, as well.

If you are behind a hub or router, disconnect the hub during broadcasting or speak to your network advisor on how to create a unique IP address for your computer.
